Phlebotomist (CPT1).  The program will introduce students to the field of phlebotomy and provide 
them with basic and advanced skills in both theory and clinical practice to prepare the students for 
the National Certification exam.  This program is for anyone who does not have prior phlebotomy 
experience, and those who already have on-the-job phlebotomy experience who would like to 
be licensed as a CPT1.  There are 3 additional fees associated with the course:  The National 
Certification Exam fee of $115.  Paid directly to the NHA (National Healthcare association) about 2 
weeks before the last day of class.  The California State CPT1 license fee of $100.  Paid directly to the 
State of California upon completion of the Externship.  Scrub uniforms: top and bottom.  It may be any 
color or pattern.  (Walmart has scrubs for less than $20 per set.)  Prerequisite: High school diploma 
or equivalency & 10th grade reading level.
